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250,000 KCSE candidates set to join universities,
colleges following KUCCPS selection

A total of 250,052 Kenya Certificate of Secondary
Education (KCSE) Examination qualifiers have been
placed to various universities, Technical and Vocational
Education Training (TVET) institutions and Teacher
Training Colleges (TTCs) ahead of the commencement
of the 2022/2023 academic year.

They were placed after a successful application process
through the Kenya Colleges and Universities Placement
Service (KUCCPS).

Speaking while releasing the placement results,
Education Cabinet Secretary Prof George Magoha said
90% of the 2021 KCSE Examination applicants with a
mean grade of C+ (plus) and above were placed to
degree and TVET institutions.

“Of the 144,466 Kenyan citizen candidates who
gualified for degree programmes, 123,963 (85.8%) were
placed to universities,” he said.

Of those who qualified for degrees, 5,278 were placed
to TVET institutions by choice, Prof Magoha said. He
noted that 16,310 candidates qualified to undertake
degree programmes did not submit applications
meaning they could have opted to pursue other opport-
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unities pursuing of studies abroad.

On the TVET applications, 124,258 of them were placed in
TVET institutions, Prof Magoha said.

For the first time, Prof Magoha said, KUCCPS placed
applicants for admission to the 32 public diploma
primary teacher training colleges.

A total of 1,538 applicants were placed to study the
diploma programme in Primary Teacher Education, and
Diploma in Early Childhood Teacher Education.

At the same time, KUCCPS placed 293 to three colleges
offering Diploma in Secondary Teacher Education,
namely, Kagumo, Kibabii and Lugari TTCs.

After the release of the 2021 KCSE Examination results
in April, KUCCPS opened its portal three times to enable
the students make new applications or revise their
previous choices.

The KUCCPS portal will beginning July, 12022 be opened
again for 2022 KCSE Examination candidates to choose
courses they wish to pursue in universities, TTCs and
TVET institutions as focus now turns to the 2022 Form
Four candidates who will be sitting their national
examination later this year.

Good news as KUCCPS places maiden students to
Teacher Training Colleges under state sponsorship

The Kenya Universities and Colleges Central Placement
Service (KUCCPS) has placed students to the 32-
government primary teacher training colleges this year.
Education Cabinet Secretary Prof George Magoha
praised KUCCPS for successfully placing the first cohort
to the institutions to train under the Competency
Based Curriculum.

In the 2022/2023 Placement Cycle, a total of 1,538 have
been placed in Diploma in Primary Teacher Education
and Diploma in Early Childhood Teacher Education.

He was speaking while announcing placement results at
Eastleigh High School on June 25, 2022.

Those placed to TTCs are candidates who sat the KCSE
between the years 2000 and 2021 and scored C (plain),
including non-citizens. The candidates had an
opportunity to apply for placement between May 20,
2022 to June 2, 2022 on the KUCCPS portal.

The mandate to recruit students to public teacher
training colleges was transferred to KUCCPS last year, a
role that was previously undertaken by the Ministry of
Education.

This year, KUCCPS placed 293 to three colleges offering
Diploma in Secondary Teacher Education to deliver the
CBC curriculum. The colleges include Kagumo, Kibabii
and Lugari TTCs.

In preparations for placement of aspiring teachers early
this year, KUCCPS held a workshop with 70 academic
chiefs of the colleges, including principals at Thogoto
TTC to sensitise them on the placement process.

KUCCPS Chief Executive Officer Dr Mercy Wahome
observed that the meeting - the first between KUCCPS
and the TTCs - was a major step in the agency's
preparations for the selection of primary school teacher
trainees.

The principals and their deans of curriculum were
sensitised on the KUCCPS mandate, how to navigate the
KUCCPS portals, validation of courses and placement
processes, application processing and inter-institutional
transfers. They were also shown how to upload
programmes and capacities on the KUCCPS database.
“KUCCPs has developed a watertight computer
admission system that will ensure all eligible applicants
are placed,” Dr Wahome told participants at the forum.
Under the arrangement, all colleges were required to
upload their programmes and declare their capacities on
the KUCCPS portal, before the opening of the portal for
student applications. The workshop was attended by the
TTCs, Ministry of Education, the Teachers Service
Commission  and Kenya Institute  Curriculum
Development (KICD) representatives.
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
